Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL)
Funding Available

The Parish Council has received funding via Hambleton District Council (HDC), with regards to the above levy.   The CIL is a charge which local authorities (District Councils) place on most types of new development in their area.
The CIL is to be used to pay for infrastructure identified as required to support the development growth in the Parish.
The Parish Council has to account for the spending of the money, in an annual report to HDC, therefore the Parish Council will need to keep accurate records of both the applications for the funds and the spending of the levy.
Organisations/groups in the parish, who wish to bid for funds from the levy, can apply to the Parish Council.  There is an application form to complete to request funding.
